MINUTES

[bookmark: _Hlk106382373]The draft minutes for the December 12, 2023 meeting were presented for approval. A motion to approve was made by Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner and seconded by Amy Macklin.  The motion passed unanimously.

REPORTS AND UPDATES

CPE Coordinator/Webmaster

Chair Nikki Lanier reported on behalf of Julie Zemaitis.  One individual registered for and completed the SIAAB online training, and another individual has registered but not yet completed the training.  

Quality Assurance Coordinator

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner shared that Alicia Collins, Chief Internal Auditor for the Department of Military Affairs, will be on military deployment for one year starting on January 24, 2024.  The QAR for the Department of Military Affairs is overdue, but no correspondence will be sent in the next year as she is out of the country.  

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner reported that John Caporale, Chief Internal Auditor for the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO), submitted a very detailed QAR non-compliance letter and provided an action plan to be prepared for a QAR in the first quarter of calendar year 2025.  Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner noted Mr. Caporale has been very proactive in communicating with SIAAB and the DCEO QAR will not be late until June 10, 2024.  Mr. Caporale is aware that any internal audit reports issued after that date cannot say they are in conformance.      

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner presented the completed QAR for the Illinois Commerce Commission which was validated by Katrina Woodcock.  Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner has reviewed the documents and completed the QAR Review Coordinators Checklist and recommends acceptance.  The result of the QAR was generally conformed.  A motion to approve the QAR was made by Teri Taylor and seconded by Chair Nikki Lanier.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner presented the completed QAR for the Department of Children and Family Services which was validated by Candice Long.  Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner has reviewed the documents and completed the QAR Review Coordinators Checklist and recommends acceptance.  The result of the QAR was generally conformed.  A motion to approve the QAR was made by Chair Nikki Lanier and seconded by Stephen Kirk.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Guidance Coordinator

Stephen Kirk reported that no additional comments on the draft of Guidance 10, IT Project Risk Assessment Scoring, had been received.  All changes agreed upon at the December 12, 2023 meeting have been incorporated and the updated draft was provided to the Board.  A motion to adopt the updated Guidance 10, IT Project Risk Assessment Scoring, was made by Amy Macklin and seconded by Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner.  The motion passed unanimously with Stephen Kirk abstaining.  

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner shared that the Institute of Internal Auditors (IIA) Standards had been released that morning and a PDF copy of the Standards is available on the IIA website.  The IIA is hosting a webinar on the new Standards on January 24, 2024.  

Conference Coordinator

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner noted there is potential for future Fall Conference dates to be impacted by the IIA policy on blackout windows for local trainings due to timing of national trainings.  To attempt to mitigate a blackout of the Fall Conference dates, he has them added to the calendar far in advance.  Chair Nikki Lanier mentioned the Springfield IIA Chapter has concerns with the impact the blackout windows may have on the Chapter’s local training schedule.  The Chapter is considering various options on how to proceed. 

Leighann Manning joined the meeting at 1:20 p.m.

Leighann Manning reported there have been no requests.

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner noted the potential legislative updates will be reviewed with consideration given to the new IIA Standards and then SIAAB will reach out to the various stakeholders before proposing the updates.  

Chair Nikki Lanier reported the change to Bylaw Section 1.5.7, approved at the December 12, 2023 meeting, has been posted to the website.  
  
New Business 
Chair Nikki Lanier and Amy Macklin have been reappointed to SIAAB with their terms expiring in 2026 and 2027, respectively.  

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner suggested a revision to the Key Dates to remove emailing DoIT and to add to reserve a conference room in January and July.  The update is to reflect the current practices with in person meetings and the use of Webex.  A motion to revise the Key Dates for January and July to remove email DoIT and add reserve a conference room was made by Amy Macklin and seconded by Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Butch Stilwell inquired on the process if a FOIA request is received.  Leighann Manning noted emails sent to AdvisoryBoardFOIA@illinoistreasurer.gov. go directly to her, then she would send the email to both the CMS FOIA address and directly to the Assistant FOIA Coordinator and follow up with a phone call to the Assistant FOIA Coordinator.  Given the limited scope of SIAAB, it is unlikely that assistance would be needed in fulfilling a FOIA request.  The CMS FOIA address is not currently on the SIAAB website due to the transition in the CMS Chief Internal Auditor position.  It will be posted after Butch Stilwell returns from paternity leave.      

Stephen Kirk noted the IDOT Conference Room is reserved through June for the SIAAB meetings. 

A motion to nominate Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner as the Chair for the upcoming year was made by Chair Nikki Lanier and seconded by Stephen Kirk.  The motion passed unanimously with Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner abstaining.
  
A motion to nominate Teri Taylor as the Vice-Chair for the upcoming year was made by Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner and seconded by Leighann Manning.  The motion passed unanimously with Teri Taylor abstaining.
