REPORTS AND UPDATES
CPE Coordinator/Webmaster

Quality Assurance Coordinator

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner had no report.  

FOIA Officer

Chair Nikki Lanier reported on behalf of Leighann Manning, there have been no FOIA requests.  

Guidance Coordinator

Stephen Kirk shared an updated draft of the IT Risk Assessment guidance document and worksheet.  A motion to prepare an exposure draft of the IT Risk Assessment and send it to the Chief Internal Auditors was made by Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner and seconded by Teri Taylor.  The motion passed unanimously.  Per the bylaws, a minimum of 30 calendar days will be provided for the exposure draft.  The October Chief Internal Auditor roundtable will include the exposure draft as a discussion topic.

Stephen Kirk noted the Institute of Internal Auditors (IIA) timeline on the Proposed Standards indicates publication in 2024.  Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner shared that the IIA acknowledges changes are being made, however, the extent of the changes is unknown.    

Conference Coordinator

Vice-Chair H. Jay Wagner reported there are currently 165 registrants for the Conference, including speakers.  173 copies of Dr. Pope’s book have been ordered for distribution to attendees and gifts to complimentary speakers.  Any surplus will be returned to the local chapter for their use.  Leita Hart-Fanta requested another hotel due to dietary restrictions.  As the alternative hotel is more costly than the Conference hotel (Northfield Inn), the reimbursement request will only be up to the cost of the Northfield Inn.

As the possible amendments seek to clarify the role of outsourcing to Central Management Services (CMS), they will be shared with CMS Bureau of Internal Audit for feedback and then distributed to the Chief Internal Auditors with the proposed discussion topics for the roundtable.
